Sponsorships and Assistantships for the fiscal year 2014
Post-GCOE Project (Dryland Science)
April16, 2014
Objectives
One of the objectives of this project is the capacity-building of young scientists who will participate actively in relevant international communities. To achieve this important aim, this program will offer financial assistance to Ph.D. students in the forms of sponsorships and assistantships.

Types of financial assistance

· Domestic Conference Presentation - 5 students (up to 80,000 JPY per student)

· Overseas Conference Presentation - 5 students (up to 300,000 JPY per student)

· Overseas Survey - 5 students (up to 300,000 JPY per student)
· English Editing for Publication - 10 students (up to 100,000 JPY per student) 

· Research Assistantship - 6 students (20 hours or less/week, up to 500 hours for 10 months, 300 hours for 6 months, or 200 hours for 4 months)

N.B. The above-mentioned numbers and amounts are planned for the fiscal year 2014; they 
may be revised due to application circumstances.

Applicant eligibility, selection criteria and obligation

Applicants must:
a. Be Ph.D. students who are enrolled in the Global Arid Land Science (Division of International Studies on Dryland Agriculture, the Course of Bioenvironment Science) and allocated in Tottori Campus, the United Graduate School of Agricultural Sciences, or the Division of Health Administration and Promotion, the Graduate School of Medical Sciences as of April 1, 2014 or October 1, 2014 (students who are scheduled to be enrolled in at the application can apply);
b. Be excellent students seeking future research positions in overseas institutions or professional positions in international organizations;
c. Not have similar financial assistance from other sources;
d. Spend the grants within the fiscal year 2014.
For your application, 
· Submit a research plan (in English, 5 pages or more using A4 papers) for your Ph.D. study if you are in the first or the second-year grade and submit a research progress report on your Ph.D. study (in English, 5 pages or more using A4 papers) if you are in the third-grade or upper. In addition, the second-year students may include research outcomes. 
· Submit your English test score (TOEIC, TOEFL, etc., one that you took within the past two years as of application in principal). Also, take the English test and submit your score surely after you have support under this project.
· Submit a copy of acceptance if you have not been enrolled in the course at the application.

N.B. Other information

· Financial Assistance for Domestic/Overseas Conference Presentation will be granted to applicants who will make presentations at a conference as the first author. A report of the presentation should be submitted after the conference.

· Financial Assistance for Overseas Survey requires the submission of a survey plan (in English, 2 pages or more using A4 papers). A report of the survey (in English, 2 pages or more using A4 papers) should be submitted upon return.

· Financial Assistance for English Editing for Publication will be granted to the first author.
· Research Assistantships are NOT available for international students on the Japanese government scholarships, Japanese students who are qualified researchers from private or public organizations, and students who are employed as RA by other budget resources.
· Please kindly be informed that students who get support under this program should make a presentation at seminars or report meeting of this project upon request.
· Each application form requires major supervisor’s approval seal. However, sub-supervisor’s approval seal is also available in case you are not able to get major supervisor’s seal because of his/her long-term absence or other compelling reasons.

Applicants must gain approval from their supervisors before submission.
First recruitment: 15:00, Friday, 2 May 2014
Second recruitment: 15:00, Tuesday, 2 September 2014
